Guidelines for School Administraor/Principals

Thank you for thinking of participation in the YES scholarship program. Your interest and leadership in the program will make a world of difference to many students and change their lives. The following guidelines will help you progress with the process smoothly and ensure more successful candidates in the program from your school. 

Student Outreach:

iEARN -YES in Cameroon is committed to provide study abroad opportunity to the talented students from economically humble families. We expect the schools to make a special effort in reaching the students coming from middle and lower economic background, who otherwise will not be able to get such an opportunity.

· Schools are encouraged to support and promote the program among girls students equally. If required the YES program staff would be happy to come to your school for a brief presentation to families/parents of female students or answer their questions or concerns. 

· Schools are requested to convince but not force the students to apply; such students tend to back out of the program later. The application, ELTIS Test, and selection interviews are very costly process. We do not encourage students who apply just for the experience of ELTIS test and interviews and not serious about the program participation in real. This also wastes one seat, which would have gone to another deserving and willing student from the same school/community.
Applications:

· All eligible students from the school are entitled to apply and compete; the school authorities are requested not to hand pick or select applicants. 

· Upon receipt of the ‘School Interest Form’ in affirmation, we will send schools two-page Preliminary Applications We expect the school officials to issue these forms to all students interested in applying for the scholarship.  However the students must fulfill the ‘Eligibility Criteria’.  

· To ensure minimum rejection of applications, schools are requested to ensure that applications are filled in completely and attached with every single required documents. 

The eligibility criteria would be followed very strictly.

ELTIS Test:

· Once the applications are evaluated, the short listed applicants would be invited for the English Language Test for International Students. We encourage schools to prepare the students for success in this test. YES staff would be happy to provide online links to tests and CD resources that can be used to prepare students.

Communications:

· Smooth and regular communication is a key to successful program implementation. We encourage schools to stay in touch with us via e-mails and phone
